Discussion and Possible Action:

1. Bike/Ped Accommodation Policy in “People, Planning and Preparing for the
Future: Your 25 Year Transportation Plan”

Draft bicycle and pedestrian accommodation long-range plan policies developed using July 14 committee
comments will be discussed. A memo listing potential policies follows.

L. Galbraith recommended talking to street design and repair staff for specificity regarding ‘reconstruction’
definition, and to trigger the bike/ped accommodation at mill and overlay work. She also noted BP-1
(pedestrian facilities) as drafted would not address gaps in the pedestrian system. G. Griffin responded that an
incomplete regional sidewalk database prevents gap identification equitably. Regarding BP-3 (connections
across highways), she recommended removal of the ‘or not warranted due to insufficient demand’ section. She
also noted potential need for a separate policy dealing with bicycle use of the roadway, and that the Technical
Advisory Committee should be brought into the discussion.

J. Hudson recommended checking the ADA requirements for triggering pedestrian accommodation. E. Prestwood
offered to check with TxDOT staff on both reconstruction and ADA issues.

D. Bartels recommended BP-2 (bicycle facilities) be triggered when a roadway segment connecting two
infersections is reconsfructed, instead of the proposed 500’ in length.
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2. Draft Bicycle and Pedestrian Traffic Monitoring Locations for “Forecasting Bicycle
and Pedestrian Usage and Researching Data Collection Equipment” Study with
the Texas Transportation Institute

Joan Hudson, P.E. of TTI will discuss possible traffic monitoring locations to be used in the study. Photos of the
locations are attached, with an additional San Marcos location available at the meeting.

J. Hudson introduced the item as including as many as 15 total bike/ped monitoring sites, with 2-3 of them
permanent locations. Additional input to TTI should be provided by mid-January to be considered in the study.

Following are sites mentioned by participant:

L. Galbraith-Speedway south of 38" Street, Duval north of 38", Great Hills or Pavillion park and ride, Pleasant
Valley north of 7t 6% & Congress, downtown Elgin, downtown Lockhart, the Triangle, 6" & Lamar, and Airport
& Lamar.

J. Hudson mentioned a planned bike lane on Parmer.

L. King included Lamar & Koenig.

Bike /Ped Accommodation Policy in “People, Planning and Preparing for the Future: Your
25 Year Transportation Plan”

Draft Policies for Discussion:

Reconstruction includes full-depth replacement of a roadway surface, or expansion of at least one
through-lane more than 500 feet in length.

Pedestrian and bicycle facilities must follow the guidelines established in the most current versions
of the AASHTO Guide for the Planning, Design and Operation of Pedestrian Facilities and Guide for
the Development of Bicycle Facilities, respectively.

BP-1  Provide pedestrian facilities with all new construction and reconstruction of roadways
shown on the Priority Pedestrian Districts Map unless the jurisdiction constructing the roadway has
demonstrated that providing the pedestrian facility is not feasible due to excessive cost.

BP-2  Provide bicycle facilities with all new construction and reconstruction of roadways shown
on the Priority Regional Bicycle Corridors Map unless the jurisdiction constructing the project has
demonstrated that providing the bicycle accommodation is not feasible due to excessive cost.
Definition: For this policy, “reconstruction” includes full-depth replacement of a roadway surface, or
expansion of at least one through-lane more than 500 feet in length.

BP-3  Provide adequate bicycle and pedestrian connections across controlled access facilities
within Priority Pedestrian Districts or Priority Regional Bicycle Corridors as part of new construction
or reconstruction of controlled access facilities unless the jurisdiction constructing the project has
demonstrated that providing the connection is not feasible due to excessive cost or not warranted
due to insufficient demand.

BP-4  Allocate at least 15 percent of available Federal Surface Transportation Program-
Metropolitan Mobility dollars to bicycle and pedestrian projects through the CAMPO TIP process,
using the Priority Pedestrian Districts Map and Priority Regional Bicycle Corridors Map in the
project evaluation
