Discussion and Possible Action: 

1. Bike/Ped Accommodation Policy in “People, Planning and Preparing for the 
Future: Your 25 Year Transportation Plan” 

GG provided an overview of the current plan status and process of bicycle and 
pedestrian policies in the region, highlighting new bicycle and pedestrian maps. The policy 
list included was sent to the CAMPO Transportation Policy Board last night, and does not 
include the introductory text the Subcommittee has discussed, such as the definition of 
reconstruction, intent to preserve existing bike/ped facilities, and implementation of the 
policies through the TIP. 

LG and JH noted cartography issues on the bicycle map of difficulty distinguishing the 
‘medium’ orange colors. EP noted the ‘Low’ priority lines in a blue color can be confused 
with creeks. 

TW asked whether the policies could address issues with intersection signalization and 
complex crossings, using the IH-35 and Hancock Center intersection in Austin as an 
example. GG responded that the draft plan recommendation includes recommendation to 
follow AASHTO guidelines, which would improve similar intersections, if they were to be 
re-constructed under this policy. Design details, however, were outside of CAMPO’s 
purview, and pre-design meetings with implementing agencies could help. LG suggested 
CAMPO include case study examples of how bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure can be 
addressed comprehensively. 
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GG requested review and revision suggestions within one week. TW requested a copy be 
sent to Nadia Barrera of the City of Austin for discussion with the City’s Bicycle Advisory 
Commission.
