Attachments A, B and C are provided as follow up information from the January 20th 
meeting of the Policy Board.  Attachment A is a summary of the dates of briefings, pres-
entations and actions taken in relation to the development of the CAMPO 2035 Plan since 
adoption of the CAMPO 2030 Plan in 2005.  Attachment B contains a list consists of a 
summary of the financial information sources staff is using to develop the draft 2035 Plan.  
This information was also requested at the January 20th Policy Board meeting.  Attach-
ment C lists the projects included in the transportation network being modeled for presen-
tation in the draft 2035 Plan. 
 
Attachments D and E are lists of the resolutions passed by the Transportation Policy 
Board in 2004 and of the existing policies adopted in the 2030 Plan.  Staff anticipates 
presenting an updated version of the lists at the February 8th meeting with preliminary 
recommendations on how to accommodate these in the draft 2035 Plan.  Staff would like 
the opportunity to discuss the process the Board would like to follow to modify….

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CAMPO 2035 Plan Decision-Making Chronology 
January 28, 2010 
 
2005 
June 6, 2005 Transportation Policy Board adopts CAMPO 2030 Plan, and directs staff 

to work with Envision Central Texas, Livable City and others to explore 
potential modifications to the Plan. 

August 17, 2005 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation from staff on a 
proposal to appoint a growth subcommittee and develop a preferred 
growth concept. 

September 21, 2005 Technical Advisory Committee indicates that Chair is authorized to 
appoint Growth Subcommittee. 

December 1, 2005 Technical Advisory Committee chair appoints a CAMPO Growth 
Subcommittee made up of public sector, private sector, and academic 
experts throughout the five counties.  The Subcommittee meets 10 times 
between December 15, 2005 and May 9, 2007 and provides guidance 
to staff on development of Draft Growth Concept for the CAMPO region. 

December 12, 2005 Transportation Policy Board receives a 6-month progress report on 
CAMPO 2030 Plan follow up activities and establishment of a CAMPO 
TAC Growth Subcommittee.

CAMPO staff convenes round table meetings with City Managers, 
Planning Directors, Elected Officials and planning staff from throughout 
the five counties to get input on the feasibility of shifting to activity 
centers, as well as possible activity center locations. 

June 12, 2006 Transportation Policy Board receives 12-month progress report on 
CAMPO 2030 Plan follow up and CAMPO growth initiative, including 
development of a draft Growth Concept for the CAMPO region. 

August 23, 2006 CAMPO staff presents a draft Growth Concept including map, growth 
targets by center, strategies, and draft MOU on-line and through a 
media event. 

September 11, 2006 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on the draft CAMPO 
Growth Concept. 

September 2006 CAMPO staff host public workshops on draft Growth Concept and 
CAMPO Technical Advisory Committee reviews Growth Concept.

February 5, 2007 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on the long range 

planning process (at a Work Session). 
March 5, 2007 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on development of 

population and employment forecasts, regional growth concept, and 
transportation modeling process (at a Work Session.) 

March 28, 2007 Technical Advisory Committee recommends county-level population and 
employment forecasts for CAMPO 2035 Plan. 

April 9, 2007 Transportation Policy Board approves county-level population and 
employment forecasts to be used for the CAMPO 2035 Plan.  (The 
population and employment forecasts are based on the combination of 
medium and high growth scenarios developed by the Texas State Data 
Center.) 
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May 23, 2007 Technical Advisory Committee discusses the draft CAMPO Growth 
Concept as amended to reflect public input. 

June 13, 2007 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on CAMPO Growth 
Concept, including revised draft activity centers map based on public 
review. 

June 25, 2007 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on legal and 
federal obligations for plan and project approval. (at a Work Session). 

November 28, 2007 Transportation Advisory Committee discusses Federal Year of 
Expenditure cost requirement and impact on long range plan, and 
discusses the timeline and milestones for development of the 2035 Plan.

January 23, 2008 Transportation Advisory Committee discusses demographic 

disaggregation tool and assumptions. 
February 27, 2008 Technical Advisory Committee discusses CAMPO 2035 Plan timeline. 
March 17, 2008 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on timeline and 

milestones for development of CAMPO 2035 Plan. 
June 9, 2008 Transportation Policy Board indicates general support of analyzing 

alternative growth scenarios, and developing a vision and policy 
framework for the plan. (at a Work Session.)

October 13, 2008 Transportation Policy Board directs CAMPO staff to include green house 
gases in the emissions analysis performed for CAMPO 2035 Plan.

January 27, 2009 Transportation Policy Board approves amendment to consultant contract

January 28, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation on plan 
development status and scope of Needs Assessment Report. 

February 25, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation on Round 1 Public 
Involvement Opportunities and materials available for review including 
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Technical Report #1: Needs Assessment, Technical Report #2: Vision and 
Policy Framework, Technical Report #3: Public Involvement Strategy, 
Technical Report #4: Environmental Justice Action Plan. 

April 1, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation Round 1 Public 
Involvement results, and is asked to respond to a request for information 
for candidate projects that need to be included in “Universe of Projects” 
for 2035 Plan. 

April 29, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation on the process 
that will be used to select projects for inclusion in alternative scenarios 
and is invited to attend monthly technical meetings to discuss the Plan. 
(screening process and performance measures are developed based on 
discussion at these technical meetings.) 

May 11, 2009 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on Round 1 Public 
Involvement and input on needs assessment and vision. 

May 27, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee reviews the screening process being used 
to select projects by scenario. 

August 26, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation on the scope and 
contents of the two alternative build scenarios being evaluated. 

September 14, 2009 Transportation Policy Board receives a presentation on three alternative 
concepts for the CAMPO 2035 Plan, Trend, Centers and No Build (at a 
Work Session) 

September 23, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee receives a presentation on three 
alternative concepts for the CAMPO 2035 Plan, Trend, Centers and No 
Build.

CAMPO Staff hosts 4 technical workshops around the region to present 
the results and assumptions of the modeling analysis of alternative 
concepts, and to solicit feedback on demographic assumptions. 

October 12, 2009 Transportation Policy Board discusses alternative concepts including 
growth pattern and assumptions relating to unlet TIP projects (at a Work 
Session) 

November 9, 2009 Transportation Policy Board approves three motions providing direction 
on development of CAMPO 2035 Plan: 
• Motion 1:  Direct staff and Technical advisory committee to consider 

those projects in the TIP that are currently unlet as a starting point in 
developing the draft plan. 

• Motion 2:  Direct staff and the Technical Advisory Committee in their 
consideration and recommendation to place 50% of the Category 7 
funding to support centers 

• Motion 3:  Direct staff and the Technical Advisory Committee to use 
the May 2007 Draft Growth Concept Map as a starting place for the 
Hybrid Concept. 

 
November 18, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee directs CAMPO staff to develop two 

scenarios that: included a mix of projects, assumed implementation of all 
unlet TIP projects, assumed construction of 45 SW, assumed 
implementation of locally funded projects as prioritized by project 
sponsors, and used the Centers demographics as modified to reflect 
jurisdiction input.  (The TAC also indicates that they are comfortable with 
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staff using the projects that were included in either the Centers or Trend 
Scenario as a starting place.) 

December 2, 2009 Technical Advisory Committee reviews 4 alternative project scenarios 
developed by CAMPO staff and directs CAMPO staff to model 2 specific 
financially constrained project scenarios, to modify revenue forecasts to 
include updated information from local governments, and to expand 
project lists to include additional locally-funded projects as identified by 
project sponsors.

January 20, 2010 

CAMPO staff solicits additional input on local projects and revenue 
forecasts from project sponsors, modifies revenue forecasts, and analyzes 
two scenarios based on TAC direction.  CAMPO staff also models a third 
scenario that assumes the Centers demographics.

January 20, 2010 CAMPO Transportation Policy Board directs staff to develop and 

analyze preferred scenario for draft plan based on Option 3 (TAC 
Scenario #2 + Centers Demographics).  Transportation Policy Board 
further directs staff to work with the Finance Committee to address 
consistency of assumptions regarding local project funding across the 
region.

Resolution 1 
 
WHEREAS, it is imperative for CAMPO to ensure that the public maintains 
access to comparable forms of transportation infrastructure; and  
 
WHEREAS, toll roads present a viable means of funding and developing 
needed improvements to the system of roadways in Central Texas; and  
 
WHEREAS, many of the toll road improvements identified in the proposed 
CTRMA/TxDOT Regional Implementation Program call for additional capacity 
to be added to existing facilities; and  
 
WHEREAS, in order to ensure that the public will continue to have access to all 
forms of transportation infrastructure it is the intent of CAMPO that free, non-
tolled alternatives that currently exist continue to exist wherever capacity is 
being added to existing facilities in the form of tolled lanes; and  
 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of CAMPO that TxDOT and the CTRMA or other 
transportation entities involved with the design, construction or operation of 
non-tolled facilities do not create artificial impediments, such as unnecessary, 
burdensome signal lights, or closing or removing exits and turn lanes, that may 
discourage the public from utilizing free access lanes unless required for 
documented and necessary traffic safety improvements  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that it is the intent of CAMPO that the 
CTRMA and TXDOT ensure that non-tolled alternatives remain available to 
the public wherever tolled lanes are being added to facilities as part of the 
Regional Implementation Program; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is the intent of CAMPO that the quality and 
safety of non-tolled facilities to which tolled capacity will be added be 
maintained or improved. 

  

Resolution 2 
 
WHEREAS, it is imperative to treat the residents of the region in a fair and 
equitable manner in bearing the burden of toll road usage; and  
 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of CAMPO that the establishment of toll rates and 
tolling policies shall consider the burdens placed on various segments of the 
region due to factors such as proximity to toll road projects, repeated daily 
use of toll roads, and other potential social and economic factors; and  
 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of CAMPO that the establishment of toll rates and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that it is the intent of CAMPO that any 
entity or entities responsible for operating, designing or constructing toll plans 
or projects in the region shall consider all social and economic factors in the 
establishment of toll rates, toll plans and tolling policies; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is the intent of CAMPO that such entity or 
entities shall develop a process to receive public input to identify the social 
and economic factors related to the establishment of toll rates, toll plans and 
tolling policies for all vehicles, including high occupancy vehicles, emergency 
vehicles, time of day/congestion pricing, daily use fee, school buses, express 
buses, and other mass transit providers. 
Resolution 3 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed CTRMA/TxDOT Regional Implementation Program 
will create a significant number of employment opportunities related to the 
planning, design, construction, operation, and maintenance of the various toll 
road projects identified therein ; and  
 
WHEREAS, it is imperative that those job opportunities be made available to 
all segments of the community, regardless of race, religion, gender, or 
economic status; and  
 
WHEREAS, the CTRMA and TxDOT have each adopted Business Opportunity 
Programs and policies to encourage the use of minority-owned, women-
owned, and economically disadvantaged businesses (DBEs) and other 
Historically Underutilized Businesses (HUBS) for all CTRMA and TxDOT

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that CAMPO urges the CTRMA to: (I) establish a 
process for outreach to minority-owned, women-owned and economically 
disadvantaged businesses to achieve appropriate levels of DBE and HUB 
participation in projects which are part of the Regional Implementation 
Program; and (2) subject to Federal and State law set specific goals and 
adopt policies for HUB participation consistent with 1 TEX ADMIN. CODE § 11 
1 .I3 in any DBEIHUB policy finally adopted for the Regional Implementation

Resolution 4 
 
WHEREAS, a well-constructed and well-designed road improves mobility, 
improves commercial activity and increases property values;  
 
WHEREAS, poorly designed roads such as elevated highways and highways 
with no noise protection or aesthetic attributes actually damage property 
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values and lead to reduced sales tax receipts, reduced commercial activity 
and the emergence of economic grayfields;  
 
WHEREAS, elevated highways and other poorly designed highways create 
visual blight and substantial noise, separate communities and harm the 
community's quality of life;  
 
WHEREAS, in the National Highway System Act of 1995, Congress directed 
that designs for new and reconstructed highways take into account: (I) the 
constructed environment of the area; (2) the natural environment of the area; 
(3) the aesthetic impact of the road construction; and (4) the community impact 
of the road construction;  
 
WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration ("FHWA) and a number of 
states, including California, Connecticut, Kentucky, Maryland, Minnesota, 
Nevada, New Jersey, South Carolina, Utah and Washington have addressed 
the economic damage and diminished quality of life caused by elevated 
highways and other poorly designed roads by adopting "context sensitive 
design" ("CSD") as part of the road design and construction process;  
 
WHEREAS, the FHWA, the American Association of State Highway and 
Transportation Officials ("AASHTO"), the Texas Transportation Institute ("TTI") 
and the Transportation Research Board ("TRB) actively support and promote 
CSD;  
 
WHEREAS, an effective CSD program incorporates in the planning, project 
development, final design and construction phases of road construction 
designs the following road design criteria: 
 
1. the road integrates with the built environment of the area and of the 
community and region to enhance the built environment, and in particular the 
area's economic activity and quality of life;  
2. the road integrates into the natural environment of the area to maximize 
the road's scenic, recreational and aesthetic qualities;  
3. the road design incorporates aesthetic considerations so that the road fits 
its physical setting and preserves scenic, aesthetic, neighborhood, historic and 
environmental attributes of the area;  
4. the road design includes design elements such as those identified in the 
Federal Highway Administration's Flexibility in Highway Design, AASHTO's, "A 
Guide for Achieving Flexibility in Highway Design," and the Texas 
Transportation Institute's "Guidelines for Aesthetic Design in Highway 
Corridors: Tools and Treatments for Texas Highways." (collectively, the "CSD 
Criteria");  
 
WHEREAS, as part of the scoping, planning, project development, final design 
and/or construction phases for toll road projects in the CTRMA/TxDOT 
Regional Implementation Plan, TxDOT, CTRMA and/or the general contractor 
for each toll road project should do the following: 
 
1. include(s) in the design and road construction persons with professional 
experience in developing and implementing road designs that include the 
CSD Criteria;  
2. minimize value engineering to the extent inconsistent with CSD Criteria;  
3. include ongoing stakeholder involvement and stakeholder input in the 
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design process; and 4. incorporate the recommended context sensitive 
solutions into the final road design and construction. (collectively, the "CSD 
Program");  
 
WHEREAS, the implementation of a CSD Program is central to the goals and 
critical to the success of the goals of the CTRMA/TxDOT Regional 
implementation Plan;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that it is the intent of CAMPO that a CSD 
Program (as defined in this Resolution) that incorporates the CSD Criteria (as 
defined in this Resolution) be implemented as part of each road project in the 
CTRMA/TxDOT Regional Implementation Plan. CAMPO requests that the 
CTRMA report to the CAMPO Board in six months on the CTRMA's progress in 
adopting a CSD Program. 
Resolution 5 
 
WHEREAS, Loop 360 is included as a 6-lane expressway in the adopted 
CAMP0 2025 Transportation Plan; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the CTRMA and TxDOT have proposed to construct the Loop 360 
improvements as a toll road; and  
 
WHEREAS, through the CTRMA's public involvement process a number of issues 
and concerns have been raised about the proposed expansion of Loop 360 
as a 6-lane toll freeway; WHEREAS, the Loop 360 is a road of high scenic 
and recreational value to the residents of the Austin-Round Rock MSA and all 
Texans;  
 
WHEREAS, maintaining the integrity of the existing road character on Loop 
360 is essential to maintaining the road's exceptional aesthetic and 
recreational value;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that CAMPO's 2025 Transportation Plan 
be amended to reflect Loop 360 as a toll freewav 4 and that the 
Transportation Improvement Program hot be amended to include construction 
funding at this time; and,  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the CTRMA and TxDOT will conduct an analysis 
comparing design-operational options for improving mobility on Loop 360; 
and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that TXDOT and the CTRMA begin the 
environmental and public involvement process to determine the purpose and 
need of the proposed improvements, the environmental impacts, possible 
mitigation, and the nature and character of the proposed improvements as it 
relates to the implementation of context sensitive design solutions; and,  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Context Sensitive Design ("CSD") Program 
for designing any changes to Loop 360 shall include extensive public input 
from property owners along Loop 360 that includes obtaining input from a 
standing advisory committee consisting of homeowners association presidents 
and neighborhood association presidents for the neighborhoods adjoining 
Loop 360; and  
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the design of any changes to Loop 360 shall 
incorporate a CSD Program that implements CSD Criteria; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the design shall protect and enhance the 
existing scenic character of Loop 360 and avoid designs that detract from the 
existing scenic character of Loop 360; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the design of the Loop 360 improvements shall 
protect the integrity of the of the Pennybacker Bridge and bicycle facilities 
along Loop 360; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the CTRMA and TxDOT will periodically report its 
progress on the environmental and public environmental process, and at an 
appropriate time and subject to environmental clearance, request that 
CAMP0 amend the Transportation Improvement Program to provide right of 
way and construction funding. 
Resolution 6 
 
WHEREAS, the Loop 1 corridor is approved in the CAMPO 2025 
Transportation Plan as a multimodal corridor to include commuter rail and 
express lanes in conjunction with the relocation of the Union Pacific Railroad; 
and,  
 
WHEREAS, the Central Texas transportation agencies, working with TxDOT, 
have initiated efforts to relocate the Union Pacific Railroad, develop 
commuter rail, and construct express toll lanes in the Loop 1 corridor; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the Loop 1 corridor and the related improvements are unique in 
Texas and offer an opportunity to utilize multiple sources of capital and 
future revenues to construct and operate the corridor improvements; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the CTRMA and TxDOT have proposed to toll the Loop 1 
improvements at William Cannon Dr. as the first phase of a Loop 1 express 
toll road program.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the CAMPO 2025 Transportation 
Plan is amended to provide for the tolling of Loop 1 express lanes at William 
Cannon Dr. subject to TxDOT negotiating an agreement with the CTRMA 
requiring that all toll revenues collected in the Loop 1 corridor, between SH 
45 Southwest and Parmer Lane, only be used in the corridor to retire debt 
from transportation improvements constructed in the corridor as well as fund 
the operation and maintenance of both the express toll lanes and commuter 
rail solely within the corridor; and,  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the dedication of Loop 1 toll revenues to the 
Loop 1 corridor is in specific recognition of the unique nature of the corridor 
and its specific location, existing and prospective uses, and potential multi-
modal functions.  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the TxDOT/CTRMA agreement specify that 
eligible improvements for which Loop I toll revenues could be expended shall 
include:  
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a. Partial funding of relocation of the Union Pacific Railroad  
 
b. Construction of sound walls for single-family homes backing up to MoPAC 
Blvd/Loop 1  
 
c. Commuter rail improvements - including track, signals, stations, and fare 
equipment  
 
d. Construction and reconstruction of existing Loop 1 to provide additional 
capacity, including:  
1. toll express lanes from William Cannon Drive to downtown Austin  
2. toll express lanes from Parmer Lane North to downtown Austin  
 
e. Construction of improvements to facilitate bus, rail, and automobile access 
into and out of downtown Austin  
 
f. In consultation with the City of Austin, retrofit the construction of 
environmental controls for water quality  
 
g. Tolled connections including, but not limited to, Parmer Lane and US 183, 
that improve system safety and mobility. 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that TxDOT and the CTRMA, as part of the early 
planning and context sensitive design process for Loop 1 improvements 
between US 183 and downtown Austin, shall initiate a project to analyze 
existing noise levels, present alternative noise wall designs, and in a test area 
construct alternative noise wall designs and configurations to analyze the 
benefits and impacts of possible noise wall installations adjacent to existing 
residential developments backing up to MoPAC Blvd./Loop 1. 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the quality of the non-tolled facilities along 
South Loop 1 will be maintained or improved. 
Resolution 7 
 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of CAMPO that tolling policies shall adhere to Title 
VI of the Civil Rights Act, prohibiting disparate or unequal impacts of 
transportation systems, with special attention to impacts on minority and low-
income citizens;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that it is the intent of CAMPO that the 
CTRMA, in allocating toll revenues generated by projects approved at the 
July 12, 2004, meeting of CAMPO, not direct such revenues to transportation 
projects or mobility improvements which would disproportionately benefit 
parts of the region for which toll road projects, which were part of the 
original CTRMA/TxDOT Regional Implementation Program, were not 
approved at the July 12, 2004, meeting. 

  

Resolution 8 
 
WHEREAS, the development of State Highway 45 Southwest, between Loop 1 
and FM 1626, has previously been approved by CAMPO and is included in 
the CAMPO 2025 Transportation Plan and the Transportation Improvement 
Program; and  
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WHEREAS, in order to fund the development of State Highway 45 Southwest 
the CTRMA and TxDOT have proposed to develop the road as a toll road; 
and  
 
WHEREAS, it is important that members of the traveling public have access to 
reasonable non-tolled alternatives to toll facilities wherever feasible; and  
 
WHEREAS, the development of State Highway 45 Southwest in the corridor 
approved during the NEPA approval process is subject to certain restrictions 
established during that process as well as in subsequent proceedings;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the 2025 Transportation Plan and 
the Transportation Improvement Program be amended to approve the 
development of State Highway 45 Southwest as a toll parkway/freeway 4-
lane road; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that TxDOT and the CTRMA shall implement where 
feasible, and if approved by federal authorities under existing restrictions 
governing the State Highway 45 Southwest corridor, the development of a 
non-tolled alternative within the corridor in the form of free parallel frontage 
roads and if the US Fish and Wildlife Service and other federal entities found 
the expansion to not be feasible under environmental concerns, then SH 45 
would not be tolled; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in the event non-tolled frontage roads cannot 
be developed within the corridor, it is the intent of CAMPO that TxDOT and 
the CTRMA consider toll rates and policies that promote the use of State 
Highway 45 Southwest and disincentives for the use of Brodie Lane by thru-
traffic and trucks.

R-2.  Ensure that adequate funding exists to maintain and preserve the existing 
and future transportation system. 

  

R-3.  Provide sufficient vehicle capacity on the regional arterial system to 
minimize neighborhood infiltration (i.e. cut-through traffic). 

  

R-4.  Provide for a connected system of regional arterials that allows 
alternative routes of travel, especially during incidents. 

  

R-5.  Develop a roadway system that is compatible with the needs of modes 
other than the motor vehicle, including bicycles, pedestrians, public 
transportation, truck freight, and rail. 

  

R-6.  Require appropriate private developer contributions to roadway 
construction costs in undeveloped areas through the development process. 

  

R-7.  Coordinate with private land developers to preserve right-of-way in 
future road corridors.  Right of way should be adequate to accommodate the 
greater of the functional classifications shown in the “Adopted 2030” column or 
“Project Description/Remarks” column for the roadway in the Regional 
Roadway Table and Project List. Adequate right of way shall be determined 
by locally-adopted 
standards or engineering discretion, or along state system rights of way, 
consistent with standards promulgated by TxDOT (Shown in Appendix N, 
TXDOT Right of Way Standards.) 
 

  

R-8.  When approving new land development, ensure that the connecting and 
adjacent streets are able to handle the type, intensity, and traffic generation 
characteristics of the development being proposed. 

  

R-9.  Consider safety as a high priority issue when evaluating roadway 
projects for inclusion in the Transportation Improvement Program. 

  

R-10.  Coordinate the development of regional design guidelines for roadway 
right-of-way widths and cross sections to reduce potential mismatches at 
jurisdictional boundaries. 

  

PT-1.  Increase public transportation use to at least 5% of all peak period trips 
within the urbanized area by 2030 and at least 25% in major travel corridors 
in the peak period. 

  

PT-2.  Provide public transportation service to the entire region, including rural 
areas. 

  

PT-3.  Provide public transportation service that is fast, reliable, safe and has 
travel times competitive with the automobile. 

  

PT-4.  Collaboratively plan for local transportation investments that support   
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regional transit stations, including planning for multimodal connections, 
enhanced traffic circulation, and implementation of transit oriented 
development at station areas. 
PT-5.  Create viable connections between public transportation and other 
transportation modes, such as walking, bicycling and driving. 

  

PT-6.  Create viable connections between different types of public 
transportation, such as between inter-regional transportation, regional 
passenger rail, bus rapid transit, and local buses.   

  

PT-7.  Provide public transportation to special needs populations including 
people who are transit dependent, economically disadvantaged, disabled or 
elderly. 

  

PT-8.  Expand the public transportation system to keep up with the region’s 
mobility needs over time.  

  

BP-1.  Improve connections among bicycle, pedestrian, transit and roadway 
systems. 

  

BP-2.  Provide pedestrian facilities with all new construction and reconstruction 
of roadways in this plan within urban and suburban areas unless:  pedestrians 
are prohibited by law from using the roadway, or the jurisdiction constructing 
the roadway has demonstrated that providing the pedestrian facility is not 
feasible due to excessive cost.  Pedestrian facilities may include sidewalks 
within the right of way or separate pathways adjacent to and/or in the vicinity 
of the roadway. 

  

BP-3.  Provide bicycle accommodations with all new construction and 
reconstruction of roadways in this plan within urban and suburban areas unless 
bicycles are prohibited by law from using the roadway, or the jurisdiction 
constructing the project has demonstrated that providing the bicycle 
accommodation is not feasible due to excessive cost.  Depending on the 
characteristics of the roadway, bicycle accommodations may include bike lanes, 
shoulders, or wide outer lanes within the right of way, or shared use paths 
within the vicinity of the roadway.  This policy also may be met by 
demonstrating that future demand will be addressed through local 
implementation of a comprehensive interconnected system of off-road bicycle 
facilities. 

  

BP-4.  Provide adequate bicycle and pedestrian connections across controlled 
access facilities within urban and suburban areas as part of new construction or 
reconstruction of controlled access facilities unless the jurisdiction constructing the 
project has demonstrated that providing the connection is not feasible due to 
excessive cost or not warranted due to insufficient demand.  In cases where the 
connection is not currently warranted, preserve a possible option for providing 
a future connection.  Connections across controlled access facilities should be 
coordinated with the locations of transit stops and activity centers. 

  

BP-5.  Enhance bicycle and pedestrian facilities within higher intensity mixed-
use areas. 

  

BP-6.  Work toward completion of the 2030 regional bicycle system shown on 
Map 7, 2030 Regional Bicycle System. 

  

BP-7.  Coordinate transportation bicycle facilities with recreational bicycle 
facilities, especially where recreational facilities are destinations.   

  

BP-8.   Increase public awareness and involvement in bicycle and pedestrian 
planning. 

  

BP-9.   Encourage establishment of minimum design criteria for new bicycle 
and pedestrian facilities and ensure that existing facilities are adequately 
maintained. 

  

BP-10.  Allocate at least 15 percent of available Federal Surface   
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Transportation Program-Metropolitan Mobility dollars to bicycle and 
pedestrian projects through the CAMPO TIP process. 
F-1.  Provide efficient, cost-effective and safe movement of freight in and 
through the region. 

  

F-2.  Protect and enhance public and private investments in the freight network.   
F-3.  Avoid and/or mitigate the adverse impacts of new freight rail locations 
through existing neighborhoods. 

  

TR-1.  Operation of tolled facilities 
All tolled facilities included in the TIP amendments agreed to by the CAMPO 
Transportation Policy Board (“CAMPO Policy Board”) on October 8, 2007 shall 
be operated by the Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority with the advice 
and consent of the CAMPO Policy Board. Irrespective of the operator, all 
revenue generated from these toll roads in the CAMPO region shall be fully 
controlled by the people of Central Texas through their elected 
representatives. 
 
Furthermore, the CTRMA shall be the primary vehicle for all project financing 
and (except for SH 130) no rights to combine financing, operations, and 
revenue collection on a project in the CAMPO region shall be granted to a 
private sector entity without the consent of the CAMPO Board. 

  

TR-2. Non-tolled capacity on existing roadways 
Any existing roadway to which additional tolled capacity is added shall 
continue to be maintained and improved and to provide the same amount or 
more nontolled capacity as the roadway currently provides. To the extent that 
it is within the authority of the toll operator and the CAMPO Policy Board’s 
authority, the non-tolled capacity shall have the same number or fewer traffic 
control devices as the current roadway except where law and/or safety 
requires otherwise. 

  

TR-3. High occupancy vehicle access 
The initial operation of any tolled facility included in the TIP amendments 
agreed to by the CAMPO Policy Board on October 8, 2007 shall include rapid 
bus traffic and pre-registered car or van pools at no charge to said high 
occupancy vehicles. As soon as practicable, all vehicles containing three or more 
people shall have free access to tolled lanes without the requirement of pre-
registration. 
 
At such time that congestion on the tolled facility warrants dedication of a lane 
to rapid bus and high occupancy vehicles in order to ensure their swiftest 
passage, a lane will be dedicated and any excess capacity within the 
dedicated lane shall be available to other vehicles at a tolled rate. 

  

TR-4. Use of additional revenue 
Revenue, including capital realized through refinancing, above and beyond the 
cost of construction, maintenance, operation and debt service generated from a 
tolled facility included in the TIP amendments agreed to by the CAMPO Policy 
Board on October 8, 2007 shall be used first and foremost to complete 
construction of the ultimate facility according to the CAMPO Mobility 2030 
Plan or its successor. Any additional revenue shall be used exclusively within the 
transportation corridor from which the toll was generated. Such additional 
revenue shall be calculated and made available on an annual basis by the toll  
(TR-4. continued) operator taking into consideration any reserves necessary for 
fiscal prudence. 
 
The transportation corridor is defined as that area within 1 mile of the midline 
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of the tolled facility and those zip codes from which 20% or more of the peak 
am toll tag transactions on that facility originate. On a majority vote of the 
CAMPO 
Policy Board, spending of additional revenue in the corridor may be made 
available for the following: 
1.  Improvement of the alternative non-tolled capacity including improvement 
of arterials impacting or impacted by the tolled facility; 
2.  Further implementation of non-tolled access to tolled lanes by high 
occupancy vehicles beyond that made available in initial operations and any 
other transportation projects designed to reduce per capita vehicle miles 
traveled within the corridor; 
3.  Further mitigation of environmental or community degradation as a result of 
the tolled facility that was not previously addressed under state or federal 
requirements; and 
4.  Other public transportation or air quality benefits within the corridor. 
 
In the event of a specific high priority transportation need located outside the 
transportation corridor of the tolled facility that will achieve an extraordinary 
result and that lacks any other reasonable source of funding, additional 
revenue from the tolled facility may be considered as a funding source if 
construction of the ultimate tolled facility from which the funds are to be shifted 
has been completed according to the CAMPO Mobility 2030 Plan or its 
successor, and 
1.  CAMPO has made a Statement of Purpose with input from the toll operator 
describing the specific high priority transportation need; 
2.  CAMPO, in conjunction with the toll operator, has convened two regionwide 
public hearings to elicit input regarding the Statement of Purpose; 
3. CAMPO, in conjunction with the toll operator, has convened 2 public hearings 
within the transportation corridor from which the additional revenue has been 
generated to take comment on desired public benefits within the corridor that 
may be funded by current or future surplus revenue; and 
4. After the public hearings described in 2 and 3 above have been completed, 
diversion of the funds is approved by a 2/3 majority of the CAMPO Policy 
Board. 
In no event shall additional revenue be shifted to projects located outside the 
counties covered by the CAMPO service area. In no event shall additional 
revenue be shifted to projects inconsistent with Resolution 7 as passed by the 
CAMPO Policy Board on July 12, 2004. 
 
At such time that additional revenue exceeds the cost and/or will of the 
CAMPO Policy Board to invest toll revenue within the corridor or to utilize the 
revenue outside the corridor subject to the above constraints, the additional 
revenue shall be used exclusively to either accelerate the retirement of the 
construction debt or reduce the toll tax commensurately. 
 
At such time that debt for total project costs has been retired, the toll tax shall 
be eliminated and all maintenance shall be paid for by gas tax revenue or 
other broad based tax collected within the region unless there is a vote by the 
CAMPO Policy Board to continue collection of toll taxes for the purposes of 
maintenance and operation of the facility. 
 
TR-5.  Substitution of funding sources preferable to toll tax 
Should a funding source become available that, at the discretion of the 
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CAMPO Policy Board, is preferable to the toll tax, the highest priority 
application of the new funding source shall be the phasing out of the tolls on all 
remaining facilities as soon as practicable.

Technical Advisory Committee Bylaws 
 
The name of this body shall be the Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization 
Technical Advisory Committee hereinafter named the “TAC.” 
 
A. Purpose and Function 

The TAC’s purpose, under the direction of the Transportation Policy Board (TPB) is to 
make recommendations to the TPB for matters necessary to comply with the 
requirements of federal and state law.  The TAC may review other items that will be 
brought before the TPB.   

 
Under the direction of the TPB, the TAC shall advise the TPB on the following: 

• The Long-Range Metropolitan Transportation Plan,  
• The Congestion Management System; 
• Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), including the review of and 

recommendations on candidate projects for the TIP; 
• The Public Involvement Program; 
• Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP); and 
• Other transportation planning activities.   
 

The TPB may direct the TAC to present options for its consideration, with 
accompanying recommendations and supporting rationale.  The TAC shall also 
review and comment on all matters referred to them by the TPB or the CAMPO 
Executive Director.  TAC recommendations to the TPB shall be based upon the 
technical sufficiency, accuracy and completeness of studies, plans and programs. 
 
The TAC may serve as an advisory committee for the completion of all transportation 
studies, plans, development and programming recommendations required under 
state or federal laws pertaining to all surface modes of transportation and 
transportation support facilities.  The TAC also serves as a forum and working group 
for regional project coordination across jurisdictional boundaries. 

 
TAC regular and alternate members are expected to keep their staff and elected 
officials advised and informed about matters relating to the activities and studies of the 
TAC.  Each member of the TAC is expected to demonstrate interest in the TAC's 
activities through attendance at the regularly scheduled monthly meeting except for 
reasons of an unavoidable nature. 
 

B. Membership and Terms of Office 
The TAC shall be comprised of agency and local jurisdiction staff that have expertise in 
the following:  transportation planning, implementation of transportation projects, or 
related fields with responsibility to that governmental unit or agency for some aspect of 
planning, development or improvement of the transportation system.  The TPB will 
designate member jurisdictions to the TAC and the jurisdictions will appoint TAC 
regular members as well as the alternates.  Additional jurisdictional membership may 
be recommended by the TAC but must be approved by the TPB. 
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Members shall serve at the pleasure of the appointing agency.  Members shall be 
appointed by the chief elected official, chief executive officer and/or board of the entity 
that they represent as shown in Table 1.  Ex officio members are shown in Table 2.

Membership should reflect the diversity of transportation modes and interests that make 
transportation policy decisions to assure transportation planning decisions are 
considered in their broadest context.   

 
C. Vacancies  

Each member shall be eligible to serve during the term as long as the member 
occupies the position held at the time of selection.  In the event that a regular member 
becomes ineligible or unable to serve, a new member must be appointed in the same 
manner as the previous regular member.  Changes of regular members directly 
appointed by a chief elected official, chief executive officer or the head and/or board of 
the appropriate governmental unit may be made at any time. 
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D. Voting 
Regular and alternate members will be notified of possible voting items on the 
upcoming agenda by designating the item as such.  In cases where the TAC could not 
come to a consensus, the TAC Chair will forward the issues, both pro and con, to the 
TPB in the back up sent to the Board under “TAC Recommendation”. 

 
E. Alternate Members  

Each regular member may have a designated alternate member who may serve and 
vote at any TAC meeting in the regular member's absence.  Alternate members must 
be appointed in the same manner as the regular member.  Appointed alternate 
members will have the voting rights and privileges of regular members when serving in 
the absence of the TAC regular member. 
 
Since each TAC member shall have only one vote, the alternate to the TAC may vote 
only when the regular representative from the same agency is not present at the 
meeting.  If a regular member of the TAC is unable to attend, the member shall be 
responsible for notifying the alternate. 

 
F. Officers  

Officers shall be regular members, not alternates.  The TAC shall elect a Chair and a 
Vice Chair, each to serve for a term of one year.  Elections shall be held at the first 
meeting of each calendar year.  The current Chair shall appoint a nominating 
committee of three members prior to the first meeting of each calendar year for the 
purpose of bringing before the TAC a slate of officers for consideration.  In the event the 
Chair is unable to serve the entire term of office, the Vice Chair shall succeed to the 
office of Chair and the new Chair shall appoint a regular committee member to serve as 
Vice Chair for the remainder of the term.  This appointment shall be subject to approval 
by the majority of the TAC present at the next called meeting.   
 
In the absence of the Chair and Vice Chair from a regular or special meeting of the 
committee at which a quorum is present, the remaining members present shall elect 
a presiding officer who shall serve until the conclusion of that meeting or until the 
arrival of the Chair or Vice Chair. 
 

G. Quorum  
The presence of fifty-one percent of the total committee membership of either regular 
or alternates shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at all meetings. 
 

H. Regular Meetings  
All TAC meetings are open to the public.  Regular meetings of the TAC shall normally 
be held two weeks prior to the CAMPO PAC meeting at a time and place to be 
designated by the chairperson.  Regular meeting dates and times may be changed by 
action of the Chair to accommodate desirable changes because of holidays or other 
reasons. 

 
Except as otherwise stated in these bylaws, the principles of Robert’s Rules of Order 
shall govern all meetings of the TAC.  The Chair shall, in a written notice of the meeting, 
designate the time and place and indicate in an official agenda the business to be 
transacted or considered.  The agenda and available backup information shall be 
mailed or emailed to each member of the committee at least one week prior to the 
meeting.   
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I. Special Meetings 

Special meetings may be called by the TAC Chair or by an initiative of four or more 
members of the TAC petitioning the Chair. 
 

J. Proceedings  
The proceedings of all meetings shall be recorded and summarized by CAMPO staff 
and should be emailed to the TAC. 

 
K. Administrative Support  

CAMPO staff shall provide administrative support to the TAC. 
 
L. Committees and Subcommittees 

The TAC may create ad hoc committees as necessary to investigate and report on 
specific subject areas of interest to the TAC or to deal with TAC administrative 
procedures.  

 
M. Amendments to Bylaws 

These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of the TAC members at 
any duly called meeting wherein an official quorum is present.  Any such proposed 
amendments shall be fully set out in writing and furnished to each member seven (7) 
days in advance of the meeting where the action is to be taken.
